HC drift over a season ~detecting it and correcting it.

You are correct in that the 40% is causing the drift. We now set the default to 45%.  The 40% is a left over from an earlier set of HC parameters.

For regatta with inexperienced sailors and/or children then you may find that you need to alter the ref boat to as much as 50%.

 

There are some undocumented tools that can help clarify what the HCs are doing over time.

1/ Go to last race in a Series

2/ Follow sequence Admin | View | HC Data | Summary Data

3/ Click on the column heading Class

4/ Put the cursor on the class name for any boat.

5/ Press Crtl X ~ this will then show the Initial HC, the first race number and the Next race HC for each competitor.

6/ Press Ctrl A ~ this will give you the Average HC for each class for each race. 

It is shown at the bottom of each set of boats for a class. This clearly demonstrates any HC drift over time.

 

You can now alter the 40% to say 45% then reprocess all races (by pressing one button) & see what happens to the drift.

On the Process screen. Press the right hand one of the 2 small buttons at the bottom left. This reprocesses all races & updates all HCs.

 

If you really wish to sweeten the HCs then ...

On the Summary Data Screen ...

1/ Select the BCH display option (top left of screen)

2/ Press the 'Copy HC back to first race' button.

3/ Reprocess all races.

 

Look at HC graphs and maybe adjust a few competitors Initial HC then again reprocess all races.
